ÅSalt must be stored on covered, impermeable pad

ÅAll equipment must be calibrated at least annually

ÅAll salt will be pre-wetted

ÅPurchase pavement temperature sensors for portion of fleet

ÅDevelop/implement protocol to vary salt application based on 
pavement temperature and weather conditions

ÅTrack salt usage for each storm

ÅPlan to implement anti-icing program with milestones

ÅAnnual training for staff and contractors

ÅMethod developed to determine whether each truck applied salt at 
recommended rate
